
Marvin Wallace Scholarship Fund Criteria


The purpose of the Marvin Wallace Scholarship Fund is to provide financial aid to members of the congregation of Bethlehem Christian Church who have entered into preparation for a secondary education degree.  This degree may be either at a four-year college or university, a community college or technical two or three year program.  The scholarship will be used for expenses of books, supplies, or special equipment for the candidate to help obtain his/her degree.


The Scholarship Committee will review the applications and decide the candidate to receive it for that year.  Each year the applications will be reviewed and decided if the same candidate may receive it or another candidate.


It shall be the responsibility of the Scholarship Committee to determine the eligibility of the candidates applying for scholarship assistance.  Candidates shall complete applications for assistance to the committee by April 30th of the year prior to fall registration.  The committee will make a decision within thirty days following the above date.


Eligibility shall be based on satisfying the following criteria:


1)
Completed high school with high school transcript including SAT scores 



percentile 70%.


2)
Grade Point Average – 3.0 or higher unweighted GPA on 4.0 scale.


3)
Has applied for admission to or has been accepted at a higher learning 



institute.


4)
Completed 1 semester of college – high school transcript and 1st college 



semester transcript.


5)
Completed 1 or more years of college – college transcript.


6)
Complete application form.


7)
Two letters of reference (non-family and non-Bethlehem members)--at least 



one letter must be from a school faculty member.


8)
The application form will request an essay on the candidate’s goals in life 



and why they are applying for the scholarship.


9)
The committee will consider their grades, their school activities, community, 



and church activities.


10)
The applicant must be an active member of Bethlehem Christian Church one 



(1) year prior to the application deadline (April 30).


Payment: 



The candidate will present his/her receipts for expenses to the Chairperson of 

the Scholarship Fund.  If the receipts are for books, supplies, and special equipment, the Chairperson will instruct the Church Treasurer to reimburse the candidate for their request up to the amount the committee has agreed upon.

Loss of Scholarship Funds may occur for the following reasons:

1)
The candidate’s grade point average drops below 3.0.

2)
The candidate withdraws from the higher learning institute.

3)
The candidate removes his/her membership from Bethlehem Christian Church.
